Agility qualifying scores can come from AKC, NADAC, USDAA or ASCA.  Obedience qualifying scores can also come from different venues, such as AKC or UKC.   The same is true of Rallly, which includes AKC, APDT, UKC and more.  An example of qualifying scores that are required for Novice Rally: 3 scores averaging 95/190.
The agility competition will be on sod.  The show is indoors and air-conditioned.  You can enter on-line.
