BOOK REVIEW

UNTIL TUESDAY:

A WOUNDED WARRIOR and the

GOLDEN RETRIEVER WHO SAVED HIM

by former U.S. Army Captain Luis Carlos Montalvan


This book is incredible.  Until Tuesday is the true story of a highly decorated soldier who returns from the war in Iraq with physical and emotional damage.   Luis had crippling post-traumatic stress disorder.   Tuesday, a Golden Retriever, was from East Coast Assistance Dogs.  He was trained by Puppies Behind Bars, where prisoners train and live with the dogs.  Until Tuesday describes each of their journeys, until those journeys intersect and they save each other.   


Until Tuesday describes Tuesday's training, both before and after Montalvan meets him.   There are lots of details about a dog's life in prison.  Motalvan touchingly imagines all of Tuesday's feelings as a puppy.  


While I learned about service dog training from this book, I learned even more about what it is like to suffer from post-traumatic stress disorder.   There is a heart-wrenching description of being so filled with the anxiety of PTSD that this veteran stopped going outside except for quick night time walks to the liquor store.   As Montalvan describes his experiences in Iraq, I learned what kind of events and stresses create PTSD.   Suddenly all of the stories of the horrors of war that we all see on TV becane personalized.   I learned why soldiers keep signing up to go back.  I learned about isolation from family and friends who do not understand.  I learned about the struggles Montalvan had with the VA system, from which he so badly needed help.  I was moved to tears reading of Montalvan's slow struggle to over-come his physical and mental injuries, as well as mending his relationship with his parents.  All was possible with the help of a very special dog.  


Of course, the book tells about Tuesday's training both before and after he meets Montalvan.    

"We aren't just service dog and master; Tuesday and I are

also best friends.  Kindred souls.  Brothers.  Whatever you

want to call it.  We weren't made for each other; but we 

turned out to be exactly what the other needed."


Probably everyone reading this knows what it is to be saved by a special dog.   We all owe so much to the dogs who are our friends.
